The German National Library collects all text-based, graphic and sound-recording publications issued in Germany, or in German, since 1913. It documents and archives the works it collects and makes these available to the public. It provides its range of services at sites in Leipzig and Frankfurt am Main, but also in digital form to a global circle of users. The collection of sound recordings in the German Music Archive in Leipzig dates back to the early days of sound carrier production in the 19th century. Digital sound recordings constitute the most recent part of the collection. The German National Library also houses valuable and extensive special collections in the German Exile Archive 1933-1945 in Frankfurt am Main and the German Museum of Books and Writing in Leipzig. It showcases its treasures and promotes the cultural worlds of books, reading and music by regularly staging readings, exhibitions, lectures and concerts.

Frankfurt am Main Public Library�
The Frankfurt am Main Public Library is a large metropolitan library system.  It encompasses 18 public libraries, a mobile library with stops at over 30 locations, a virtual library and a school library department managing over 100 school libraries. The Frankfurt Public Library is noticeably present throughout the city.
The Public Library is one of the most frequented public institutions in Frankfurt am Main. Nearly 1.4 million people visit its libraries and borrow 2.76 million items annually. The libraries offer information and media in an assortment of formats.  They are venues for seeking information, borrowing materials, learning and social gatherings for children, adolescents, adults, senior citizens, students, advice seekers, recreational readers and music lovers. Its focus is on children and adolescent library programs, school library development, intercultural services and cultural events.

The University Library of the Goethe University Frankfurt is one of the largest libraries in Germany comprising a central library building and five more departmental facilities for faculties and institutes. As  a university library  it  serves almost 50.000 students and scientists of the Goethe University by providing printed and electronic information for all subjects as well as maintaining a repository for theses and articles written by members of the university. As a public academic library it is open to all citizens of the town and region. The library is also a publisher of several electronic databases for specialized subjects for the international scientific community. Special collections and historical holdings are in a rapid process of digitization for public access worldwide. Furthermore, HeBIS, the central offices of the regional libraries network and the head office of the HeBIS consortia are located there.
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
